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Purpose/Methodology

The purpose of this study was to gather evidence to support that Jamestown Reading
Navigator™ (JRN) increased student’s reading levels. During the spring of 2006, 168 students
from six pilot sites in grades 6-12 reading between 3.0-4.9 reading levels were administered

a Pre- and Post- AGS Reading Level Indicator Test. Students worked in Trek 2 of JRN for one
to two months. At the end of the study, both teachers and students participating were given an
online survey.

Quantitative Results
Conducted by Sigma: Research Management Group

» 54.2% of the students using JRN improved their Instructional Reading Level

» 50.0% of the students using JRN improved their Independent Reading Level
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All of the schools in the study had 40% or more of their students increase their pre- and post-
test scores. One school had over 70% of their students increase their independent reading
levels while working in the program for one month.

Sixty percent of all the teachers in the study saw an increase in reading level for 50% or more of
their students. Students worked in the program for one to two months.

Purpose/Methodology

During the spring of 2006, Glencoe/McGraw-Hill contracted with the American Institutes for
Research (AIR) to conduct a survey for users of its Jamestown Reading Navigator™ software.
Targeted users of the program were (1) middle school, high school, and adult learners reading
at a third grade level, and (2) those students’ teachers.

Teacher Survey
Conducted by American Institutes for Research

For the teacher survey, 27 teachers gave consent and completed the majority of the survey.

No teachers declined consent. The teachers surveyed worked in a range of U.S. cities

and represented !elds such as English and special education, or had reading specialist
backgrounds. Most were certiled teachers instructing reading or English courses.

Responses on teachers’ ratings of the instructional components and effectiveness of Jamestown
Reading Navigator™, the program’s effectiveness in delivering instructional strategies, and
student interest and engagement are presented below.

Student participants, who were largely in sixth to tenth grade, were located in a range of U.S.
cities and were from a range of racial/ethnic backgrounds. Fifty-nine percent (59%) were male.
About 80% indicated English as their !rst language. Of those that did not speak English as their
Ir st language, about 50% reported that they knew English very well, while the rest indicated a
varying range of English pro!ciency. Prior to using Jamestown Reading Navigator™ , students
varied in their computer experience: 48% reported previously using computers daily; 6%
reported never having used a computer; and the rest reported periodic weekly or monthly use.

Overall, students were enthusiastic about the use of the program and particular features like the
ability to record themselves online for the "uency activity and the content was engaging.

Jamestown Reading Navigator was used as a pilot program for six months with 56 students in
Grades 9-12 at Thomas R. Proctor High School in the Utica City School District in New York.
English Department Chairperson Danielle Brain said students were immediately hooked on the
program and asked if they could continue with it once the pilot was completed.

“This program offers enrichment like no other high school reading intervention program,” she
said. “Students weren’t only navigating through reading comprehension. They were navigating
through real-life skills.”

Brain said one reason the program was so successful at her high school is because it's non-
threatening and intriguing to reluctant readers.
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“The curriculum, both online and within the printed material, doesn’t insult their intelligence.
Instead, it showcases student diversity, so kids see photographs of students who look like them,
which puts them at ease. The program particularly works well with ESL students because it
speaks to young adults, not to young children.”

Soon after many students in Grades 6-10 within the Jefferson County Public Schools completed
a !ve-month pilot program of Jamestown Reading Navigator, their teachers provided very
positive feedback.

When teachers at Omaha Public Schools piloted Jamestown Reading Navigator during the
2005-2006 school year with students in Grades 7-12, they discovered the program worked

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“Survivor” Summer Reading Academy
Using Jamestown Reading Navigator
Leon County School District
Tallahassee, Florida

The Leon County School District recently completed a new countywide summer reading

program for tier one reading students in eighth grade transitioning to ninth grade next year. The
program utilized Jamestown Reading Navigator, which will be adopted across the county in the
fall. The reading academy’s theme was “Survivor,” a play on the popular reality television show.

One hundred and eighteen students from seven middle schools voluntarily participated in the
program. The students were divided into two teams or “tribes” and competed weekly for prizes
and recognition.

Eydie Sands, Reading Coordinator for the district, said the point of the program is to prepare
these at-risk students for success in high school.

“Many ninth graders drop out mentally, become less engaged in school and make fewer
connections with adults,” Sands said. “Our objective with this program is to continue helping
them with their reading skills, but also to connect them with adults that will be assisting them in
high school. We involved the teachers, reading coaches, guidance counselors, principals and
even took a !eld trip to the high school so the students will go into ninth grade with a feeling of
comfort and con!dence.”
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The six-week program utilized Jamestown Reading Navigator partly because the district was
planning to adopt the program, but also because the program focuses both on academics and
on helping the individual child become successful. This philosophy mirrors that of the summer
reading academy, which stresses the importance of individual attention and what the student’s
unique challenges are.

Teachers in the course like Jamestown Reading Navigator because it relies on the teachers

to be involved in the program. While technology-focused programs allow students to work
independently, they often eliminate the need for teacher-student interaction. Jamestown
Reading Navigator incorporates teacher communication so students are aware their teacher is
involved each step of the way.

During hot summer days when they would rather be at the pool, kids can be hard to engage.
But Jamestown Reading Navigator incorporates a variety of activities so the students don’t get
bored with the program.

The students patrticularly like the INTIME reading materials. Sands recalls hearing more than
once, “We're having a lot of fun, Ms. Sands#”

While the hard numbers are still being calculated, administrators already consider the program a
success. “The attendance rate alone proves this was a worthwhile program. At least 75 percent
of the students attended all but three or fewer days, and 5 percent were there every single day.
That is saying something considering it's the middle of summer#’
